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More than 135 SASB members and their guests, along 
with some 275 members of the Boumi Highlanders, 
dined and danced at the 56th annual Tartan Ball on April 
18. 
As always, Al Schudel’s rousing rendition of Robert 
Burns’ Address to the Haggis  was a highlight of the 
evening. 
 
The Boumi Shrine Highlanders Pipers and Drummers 
warmed up the crowd with a series of medleys. SASB 
President Bob Cullison offered the Toast to the Queen, 
and Randy Finnerin, captain of the Boumi Highlanders 
toasted the President of the United States. SASB First 
Vice President Greg Scott read a poem, The Tartan and 
offered the Toast to the Tartans. Andy McCombe sang 
the three national anthems, God Save the Queen, 
Flower of Scotland, and The Star Spangled Banner.  
 
Following a dinner of prime rib or tilapia, the guests 
joined in the Grand March to the tune of Pomp and 
Circumstance and danced to the music of Bobby and the 
Hot Rods. 
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Nearly forty St. Andrew’s Society of Baltimore members 
turned out for the Escort to the Colors (E.T.C.) at this 
year’s Colonial Highland Gathering at Fair Hill, MD.  The 
morning began with typical Scottish mists and fog as the 
national anthems of the U.S., Britain, and Canada were 
played as the E.T.C. performed the honor guard behind 
the grandstands on the main concourse.   Fellowship 
was shared and friendships renewed as the morning’s 
breakfast fare shifted to lunch food and beverages.   In 
mid-morning the mists rose and the sky stayed overcast 
providing a comfortable Socttish atmosphere.  After an 
organizational walk through and practice by the E.T.C., 
the sun popped out for the mid-day Massed Bands 
activity which began at 1pm with over 25 pipe bands 
participating.  Welcoming words were given by Maclean 
Macleod and the invocation by Rev. Ernest R.D. Smart.   
Herb Glasby served as the public address announcer for 
the day.   
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During our June Kirkin’ of 
the Tartans at St. Anne’s 
in Annapolis, the Society 
has combined a visit to 
the tomb of John Paul 
Jones located in the 
Chapel undercroft at the 
U.S. Naval Academy. We 
go to lay a wreath and 
recognize a Scot, who far from his homeland, 
established the vision that was to become a critical 
element of American naval planning during our War for 
Independence and remains an influential part of U.S. 
military strategy to this day.  John Paul Jones, the 
visionary, pioneered the concept of world sea 
domination as part of the strategy of global power 
projection more than a century before the establishment 
of the modern U.S. Navy. 
 
The Continental Navy was a rag-tag outfit that was 
greatly out-classed in every way by the superior British 
Royal Navy.  Without a single purposefully built war ship, 
and using sailing men training to be soldiers, the new 
navy consistently lost battles against their well-trained 
and equipped opponents.   
 
With such a disorganized and unfunded flotilla whose 
main charge was coastal defense, it is amazing that the 
Continental Navy was able to play such a meaningful 
role in America’s quest for Independence.  It was only 
through the leadership and foresight of John Paul Jones 
that from this very limited offering the concept of a 
domination of the seas was drawn.   
 
While others were considering defensive tactics, John 
Paul Jones was thinking of an attack.  Jones planned on 
taking the fight to the British throughout the world and 
disrupting their commerce through the destruction of 
their trading fleets.  A pretty bold idea considering that 
most of the existing Continental Navy was having a 
difficult time keeping their own coastal ports open and 
avoiding their own destruction. 
 
John Paul Jones suggested the potential impact that a 
well led squadron, captained by a bold and decisive 
leader, could turn the tides.  Unfortunately, the 
Continental Congress’ lack of resources and foresight 
limited Jones’ strategic impact, but his concept of 
forward projection would soon emerge during 1778-1779 
when Jones undertook two deployments that 
demonstrated the efficiency of his plan: the 18-gun 
sloop-of-war Ranger, and the 40-gun frigate Bonhomme 
Richard. 

 
In an article written for Military History, by Joseph F. 
Callo (“John Paul Jones – Sea Power Visionary,” 
July/August 2008) it is stated that these two events, 
often considered to be freestanding, combine as one 
mission to enable …“Jones to get inside the British 
decision cycle.  As such, they became a key element in 
a three-part American naval strategy 
 
The other two elements were the use of American 
privateers against the British maritime commerce and 
the seizure of domestic naval control by the French fleet 
of Rear Adm. Francois Joseph Paul, compte de Grasse, 
at the Battle of the Virginia Capes on Sept. 5, 1781.  The 
former ramped up the British cost to pursue the 
American Revolution while providing America with a 
source of desperately needed material.  The latter 
sealed Lt. Gen. Lord Charles Cornwallis’ fate at the 
Battle of Yorktown.” 
 
The battles fought By John Paul Jones are well known 
and his famous words, ”I have not yet begun to fight,” 
are recited by school children, but Jones, the visionary 
naval officer who thought in broad strategic terms is 
lesser known.  Describing the Continental Navy Jones 
predicted the …”Marine will rise as if by enchantment 
and become, within the memory of persons now living 
the wonder and envy of the world.” 
 
John Paul Jones was a formidable foe, industrious and 
forward thinking, a great sea-man and gallant officer, 
who repeatedly challenged himself and his men against 
insurmountable odds to win battle after battle in one of 
history’s bloodiest scenarios; single ship combat.   
 
Though he hoped to become the first Admiral of the 
newly emerged American Navy, John Paul Jones never 
rose above the rank of Captain of the Continental Navy.  
At best, having commanded small squadrons on several 
occasions, he could be entitled to the unofficial title of 
commodore.  Although often named as the “Father of the 
U.S. Navy,” others have a stronger claim to that honor, 
but it is indisputable that Jones’ vision of …“ a 
professional Navy with global reach”… is one premise 
upon which our modern Navy was established. 
 
Upon John Paul Jones crypt beneath the U.S. Naval 
Academy Chapel the following words are written, “He 
gave our Navy its earliest traditions of Heroism and 
Victory.”  He also provided its vision.

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St. Andrew’s Society Historian 
Christopher T. George Gives 
 Edgar Allan Poe Talk and Tour 
 
The author of our Society’s Bicentennial history, 
Christopher T. George, gave a one-evening talk and 
weekend tour on “The Mystery of Edgar Allan Poe” in the 
Kaleidoscope program of Roland Park Country School, 
Baltimore, April 30 and May 2.  This year is both the 
anniversary of Poe’s birth in Boston as well as the 160th 
anniversary of his death in Baltimore. 
 
As discussed by Chris in our Bicentennial history, writer 
Edgar Allan Poe (1809–1849), was of Scots-Irish 
heritage. His grandfather, David Poe Sr., born in Derry, 
Northern Ireland, was a leading Baltimore Patriot during 
the American Revolution. David Poe served as the city’s 
Quartermaster General and, with his wife Elizabeth, the 
couple helped to clothe the Marquis de Lafayette’s 
ragged troops when they were on their way to to play 
their part in the great American and French victory over 
the British at Yorktown, Virginia, in 1781 that led to the 
independence of these United States. 
 
Edgar Allan Poe, author of  the famed poem, “The 
Raven,” is well known for his tales of horror and mystery. 
However, one of the most vexing mysteries about him is 
the exact circumstances of his final days in Baltimore in 
October 1849.  Historian Christopher T. George, author 
of an award-winning 1973 article for Maryland magazine, 
“A Poe Tour of Baltimore” discusses the details of Edgar 
Poe’s last days plus his family connections to the city 
and various theories about his demise.  
 
Was Poe, as local legend maintains, drugged and voted 
as a “repeater” in an election held in the city?  Or did he 
simply go on a drunken binge that led to his demise?  
The author’s enemies, including his literary executor, 
Rufus Griswold, readily accepted the idea that the hardly 
abstemious poet had been on a bender. But recent 
scholars have tended to the view that Poe might have 
had a serious illness that led to his death.  
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Otherwise known as the “E.T.C.,” the Escort to the 
Colors is the unofficial “face” of the St. Andrew’s Society 
of Baltimore. On April 19, the ETC participated in the 
Kirkin celebrated at the Basilica and May 16 as part of 
the opening ceremony at the Fair Hill Highland 
Gathering. On Memorial Day, you could have found 
them at the Korean War Memorial in Canton. Come July, 
they will be doing the same thing in the July 4th Parade 
in Towson.   
 
We welcome your joining us in the fun and camaraderie 
we share, so please contact Bud Howe (410-592-5349 / 
achowe@verizon.net), Don Kerr (410-879-6502 / 
donkerr@kerrwoodworks.com), or Al Schudel (410-828-
6140 & 410-435-5200) to volunteer.  Remember, 
whenever you find three or four Scots gathered, you’re 
sure to find a fifth (Single Malt?).

The 11th annual Kirkin of the Tartan at the Basilica of the 
Assumption was held on Sunday April 19.  Some 20 
members and their families were present as our brother 
member; Archbishop Edwin F. O’Brien celebrated the 
Mass and blessed the tartans for us.  The Baltimore City 
Pipe Band, under the direction of Pipe Major Ed 
McFarland did their usual outstanding job, and President 
Bob Cullison recalled the connection between our 
Society and the Basilica going back to the earliest days 
of both institutions.  In 1806, as construction was 
beginning on the cathedral, Bishop (later Archbishop) 
John Carroll appointed a Board of Trustees to oversee 
the construction of the cathedral.  One of them was 
David Williamson.  In November of that year Williamson 
became one of the charter members of our Society, and 
served as its second President from 1821 until his death 
in 1832. 

God, being a good Scot, provided a perfect day for his 
chosen people to gather and celebrate their heritage in 
the most historic cathedral in the United States.  (It was 
named a Basilica by Pope Pius XI in 1937.)  Many of us 
had gotten ample exercise with our elbows at the Tartan 
Ball the previous evening, but you can’t keep a bunch of 
hardy Scots down for long.  After the Mass was over ,a 
number of us adjourned to Mick O’Shea’s for a few cold 
brews and much conviviality.  For those of you who have 
not been inside the Basilica since its reopening in 2006, I 
hope you will make next year’s ceremony which will be 
held sometime next April.  The date will be announced 
shortly.
