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� ur Society held its annual Nisbet Cemetery 
Ceremony on Sunday, 23 August, 2009 following 
the William Wallace ceremony in Druid Hill Park.  
During the ceremony we honored the memory of all 
the members of our Society who had passed to the 
Clan Eternal during the past year.  A cairn has 
been erected, and each year we add stones for 
members, who have died, plus family and friends of 
the Society. 

This cemetery is the final resting place of Judge 
Alexander Nisbet, the longest serving President of 
our Society who fell from the second story window 
of his home, after serving as President for twenty 
five years.  The cemetery had fallen into disrepair 
when Past President Duncan McKenzie and 
Charles Cochrane took it upon themselves to 
restore the stone fence and headstones that 
remained back in the early 1990’s.  This ceremony 
has become a meaningful annual event enjoyed by 
many members of our Society. 

  This year family members of the following 
decease members participated; Malcolm Dutterer, 
Hal Whittaker, John Ray, Richard Graham, 
Harvison Hunt, Ron Dowell and John Harvey.  The 
other members had stones placed by friends.  Our 
own Pipe Major Ed McFarland of the Baltimore City 
Pipe Band played the lament.  I received many 
comments from the family members about how 
much this opportunity meant to them. 

Following the ceremony we adjourned to Seasons 
Pizza for pizza, beer, soda and fellowship.  I hope 
some of you who have not participated will consider 
doing so. 

In addition to Ed McFarland, I would like to thank Al 
Schudel, Herb Glasby, Rob Catlin and Rev. Ernest 
Smart for their assistance and participation. 
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Since this will be my 
last regular submission 
under this heading I 
would like to take this 
opportunity to reflect on 
the past two years and 
my Presidency of this 
august Society. 
 

I entered my tenure as President with several 
simple goals: (1.) locate, account for and provide a 
system in which Society properties could be 
securely stored; (2.) provide services to members 
in need, supporting our original mission as a 
Society; (3.) establish a “home” base or permanent 
meeting place; and finally, (4.) maintain financial 
stability. 
 

As it is so often in life, unforeseen events had a 
tremendous impact on well-laid plans.  The deaths 
of several active and influential members who 
played key roles in the management of the 
organization, as well as a national economic near-
collapse forced us to re-examine our priorities and 
make different, but similar plans. 
 

The loss of members serving in primary leadership 
roles as committee chairs or managers motivated 
others to step forward to fill the void.  Although the 
passing of our brothers shall be long felt, it was 
gratifying to see their banners of leadership picked 
up and carried on by other capable hands, some 
given their first opportunity to excel.  Different 
opinions and view-points were brought to the 
leadership group and it has caused us to revisit 
many of our formerly held beliefs and to take fresh 
approaches at reaching decisions. 
 

As the economy came to a grinding halt and the 
markets began their downward tumble we began a 
concerted effort to protect our assets.  And yet, we 
continued to provide a safety net for any of our 
members who were personally devastated by the 
financial maelstrom.   
 

Committees were established to assist those who 
could no longer make ends meet.  We provided 
help with utility bills through the cold of winter, set 
up a network to assist those seeking employment, 
paid for medical expenses for those unable to  

 
manage them, and when the final bell was rung 
assisted with funerary expenses for members 
unable to afford them.  In short, we returned to our 
mission of protecting the welfare and dignity of our 
members in need. 
 

Leaders and advisors developed budgets to protect 
our funds and managed these budgets to maintain 
balance, fearing that our past practices of providing 
a safety net bailing out committees that over-spent 
may no longer be there.   Chairmen of Society 
events were instructed to insure that, at the very 
least, their events break even.  We were, and are 
no longer in a position in which events can operate 
at a loss, supplemented from our once generous 
coffers.  This has been uncomfortable at times, but 
belt-tightening always is. 
 

As a Society, we have certainly had to adjust our 
priorities, but I am proud to say that we have been 
able to do so while continuing to provide our core 
benefits to our members.  We may do things 
differently, but we remain an active and well-
functioning Society.  We have maintained our 
membership numbers, even during these tough 
economic times. 
 

We have gotten a handle on our property.  We 
have repaired, restored and begun to inventory 
much of what we have collected over the past two 
centuries so that it may continue to be enjoyed by 
our membership well into the future.  We surely 
have quite a bit more to do. 
 

Over all, I have enjoyed much of my time serving 
as your President.  There have been some heart-
breaking moments, as well, but I would not trade 
this time or opportunity.  I have most certainly 
enjoyed the connections and relationships I have 
shared with each of you.   
 

I am proud to be associated with, and to have been 
in a position to lead a group such as ours, and I 
wish all the best to my successor and to the Saint 
Andrew’s Society of Baltimore.  I am confident that 
we remain in good hands and that our Society shall 
flourish as we continue on into our third century.

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Gentlemen, It's with regret that we inform you the 
loss of a member of our society and a personal 
friend of many, Bernhard A. Bang, on 8/1/09 at 
1AM, after a short battle with cancer. Bing, as we 
all called him, served as an elder on the session at 
Second Presbyterian Church during the early 80's 
right after Rev. Ernest Smart started his pastorate 
in 1981. Since 2003, Bing served as a trustee at 
our new church, St. Andrew's Christian Community. 
 Bing and Malcolm Dutterer along with Ernest were 
instrumental in starting our church.  

Bing joined SASB on 3/1/2005.  He served in the 
U.S. Navy from 7/1/1943 to 6/30/1946 and was in 
the Clan MacDougall. He was sponsored for 
membership in SASB by Ernest Smart and Malcolm 
Dutterer, with whom he worked for the Lord and by 
whom he was greatly admired.  
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John McLean immigrated to 
America from Scotland as a 
young man and settled in 
Chicago. At the outbreak of 
the Civil War, he enlisted as 
private in the 65th Illinois 
Volunteer Infantry. By the 
end of the war he had risen 
to the rank of Sergeant-
Major, but his health was 
broken. Returning to 
Scotland, he married and 
soon had a family of three 
children. The times were 
difficult, his health was poor, 
and the family was never properly supported. When he 
died he was buried in a pauper’s grave. 
 
In 1890, his widow approached Wallace Bruce, U. S. 
Consul in Edinburgh, for help in getting his pension. 
Bruce, a sensitive man best known for his poetry, was 
appalled to learn that John McLean was buried in a 
potter’s field. 
 
Returning to the United States, he began to raise money 
for a proposed memorial. Donations came from such 
men as Waldorf Astor, Andrew Carnegie, Cornelius 
Vanderbilt, William Rockefeller and J. Pierpont Morgan. 
The Illinois Saint Andrew Society made its contribution 
through Robert Clark, Jr., President. 
 
The monument was dedicated on August 21, 1893. It 
was a rainy, windy day. The Argyll and Sutherland 
Highlanders marched from the Castle to Waterloo Place 
at the east end of Princes Street. This Guard of Honor 
numbered 250 persons. It was to be an impressive 
ceremony in spite of the inclement weather. 
 
The monument was draped in the Union Jack, the 
Scottish Standard and the Stars and Stripes. Around the 
platform was an edging of heather. The highest officials 
from Edinburgh were present including the Lord Provost. 
Many American veterans from both sides of the war 
were in attendance. 
 
Mr. Lincoln stands life-size on a large pedestal with a 
freed black slave kneeling at his feet. Carved in 
Aberdeen granite are the words of Lincoln, “To preserve 
the jewel of liberty in the framework of freedom.” 
 
The remains of John McEwen and five other veterans 
are buried beneath the monument; their names and 
regiments are also recorded in the Aberdeen granite... 
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We welcome your joining us in the fun and camaraderie 
we share, so please contact Bud Howe (410-592-5349 / 
achowe@verizon.net), Don Kerr (410-879-6502 / 
donkerr@kerrwoodworks.com), or Al Schudel (410-828-
6140 & 410-435-5200) to volunteer.
